(August 29, 2011) – Habitat for Humanity Choptank has announced the location of its next St. Michaels project.   The nonprofit home builder recently took possession of a one-story single family home on North Street.  
“This is a unique project for us,” says executive director Nancy Andrew explaining how the house came into Habitat Choptank’s property inventory.  “It had become financially impossible for one of our home owners to keep their home.  Rather than go through foreclosure, that family decided to deed the home back to Habitat.  While we are sorry they could not stay in the house, we are grateful that this can be turned into an opportunity for another Habitat family.”
Teresa Potter, a native of St. Michaels, is working toward purchasing this home.  Potter was recently accepted by Habitat as a full partner having completed the first 75 of her 300 hours of sweat equity and saving $500 of the $3,000 she is required to set aside for settlement costs.   Potter originally applied to Habitat through its partnership with the St. Michaels Housing Authority.
Work at the St. Michaels house will take place Tuesdays beginning September 20th and also the 3rd Saturday of each month starting October 15th.  Numerous interior and exterior improvements are planned for the project including upgrades that will make the home more energy efficient.
